Tondabayashi Jinaimachi(Temple Town)

Tondabayashi jinaimachi area formed around 1558,
when Priest Shoshu of Koshoji Temple obtained a wasteland and asked eight village
headman from four nearby villages to build a branch temple and the Jinaimachi town.

. The town was orderly divided by six streets running vertically and seven streets running
= horizontally, equipped with a drainage system.

For protection, clay walls and bamboo forests were formed around the area and limited
the entrance to four gates.

The area gained the privilege of self-governance and was ruled by the eight village
headman.

Later, this area developed as the center of commerce in Minami-Kawachi area,for its rich
soil and water, and importance in transportation.

The dealers of sake, rice, cotton, cloth, cask, pail, rape seed oil, and blacksmiths and
carpenters, and other businesses developed.

Today, traditional houses (“Machiya”) built from the middle of 17th century to the Meiji
